The European Commission will also centrally pay a publication fee (article processing charge) to F1000
Research for each article published on Open Research Europe. This means that authors are not charged, but are
asked, on submission, to provide details of their Horizon 2020 and/or Horizon Europe grant to verify their
eligibility.
